5 Royal Palaces of Seoul

After the founding of the Joseon Dynasty in 1392, King Taejo built Gyeongbokgung Palace to move the capital
to present-day Seoul. In 1405, Taejong built Changdeokgung Palace, and in 1483, Seongjong built Chang-
gyeonggung Palace. Changdeokgung Palace was used as a political space, and Changgyeonggung Palace was
used as a living space for the royal family.

Gwanghaegun built Gyeonghuigung Palace near Seodaemun, a place known to have “the aura of a king.” This
Gyeonghuigung Palace was demolished during the Japanese colonial period and remains in a somewhat
desolate appearance. In 1897 King Gojong declared the Korean Empire and used Deoksugung as the imperial
palace of the Korean Empire. At this time, various Western-style buildings such as Seokjojeon and Jeong-
gwanheon began to be built.

During the Japanese colonial period, our palaces began to be damaged. Japanese imperialism installed a zoo
and a botanical garden in Changgyeonggung Palace and downgraded it to an amusement park. Also, the
Japanese Empire demolished the palace to build schools and facilities for the Japanese.

After liberation, the palace reconstruction project has been actively carried out. As long as the history of
Korea, it is very important to restore the appearance of the palace where various moments existed.

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[Munjeongjeon Hall]

Munjeongjeon Hall is well known for the tragic history of Prince Sado, a son of King Yeongjo. Prince Sado was
locked in a wooden chest and demoted to an ordinary citizen by his father King Yeongjo's command here at
this hall. After 8 days of hunger and the heat, Prince Sado died in the chest. The life of a king is splendid, but
also very miserable. Imagine the weight of the throne in front of Munjeongjeon.
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[Hwangyeongjeon Hall]

‘Dae Jang Geum’, a Korean drama that has been successful all over the world. The place where Dae Jang Geum
treated King Jung Jong is Hwangyeongjeon Hall. Dae Jang Geum was the only female doctor in the Joseon

Dynasty who served as the king's personal physician.




[Tongmyeongjeon Hall]

Tongmyeongjeon Hall was mainly used as a queen's living space. This place is famous for a bizarre story
about Lady Jang (Jang Ok-jeong widely known as Jang Hee-bin). Lady Jang was a royal concubine and later
became the queen consort of King Sukjong. In 1694, when her predecessor Queen Inhyeon returned to the
palace and Lady Jang was demoted from the queen consort, Lady Jang attempted to curse Queen Inhyeon
through making a shamanistic altar and burying hideous things. It is eventually discovered and poisoned to
death.

The tragedy of Jang Hee-bin, which often appears as a subject of drama, occurred in Tongmyeongjeon.
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[Grand Greenhouse]

Joseon, which lost its sovereignty to Japan, suffered many humiliations. One of them was the damage of the
Joseon palace. This greenhouse was built together with a zoo inside of the Changgyeonggung Palace by Japa-
nese colonial government under the pretext of consoling Emperor Sunjong. Designed by a Japanese designer
and constructed by a French company, this western style building has mixed structures of steel frame and
wood, and its exterior is covered in glass. As the Changgyeonggung Palace restoration project progressed in
the 1980s, the zoo and botanical garden facilities were removed and related facilities were moved to Seoul
Grand Park. However, the greenhouse building is being preserved for its architectural cultural value of
modern architecture.
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Deoksugung Palace
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Feeling threatened by the Eulmi Incident, King Gojong moved to the Russian legation and later returned to

Deoksugung Palace. King Gojong declared the Korean Empire and used Deoksugung as the imperial palace.

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[Seokjojeon Hall]

Seokjojeon, which was made as a main hall of the Imperial Palace of the Korean Empire, was designed by the
British. Strict proportions and left-right symmetry are characteristic of this building by applying Greek and
Roman architectural styles.
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Gyeonghuigung Palace
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The king who can have all the power and the king's energy that everyone would worship
Gyeonghuigung Palace was built in a place known to have 'the aura of the king'. However, Gyeong-
huigung Palace is currently in the most shabby appearance.

Gyeonghuigung, which was splendid with more than 100 buildings, was damaged during the Japa-
nese colonial period. The government has made great efforts to restore Gyeonghuigung Palace, but
many modern buildings have already been built, so reconstruction seems to be limited. Although the
current appearance is shabby, the lessons we can learn through the history of Joseon will be greater
than anything else.

There is a strangely shaped rock behind Taeryeo-
ngjeon. There is a spring on this rock and you can
see the water flowing out. This mysterious rock is a
specialty of Gyeonghuigung Palace, and it is
expected that the story of the king's energy came
from it.

[Heunghwamun Gate]

Heunghwamun, the main gate of Gyeonghuigung
Palace, was originally located on the site of the
Salvation Army building.

However, the Japanese Empire moved this Heung-
hwamun Gate and used it as the main gate to the
memorial shrine of Ito Hirobumi. After liberation,
the Shilla Hotel was built in the place of Ito Hirobu-
mi's memorial shrine. Heunghwamun was
supposed to be relocated to its original location
through the Gyeonghuigung Palace Restoration
Project, but the Salvation Army building had
already been built, so it was restored to its current

location.
